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There ‘has been in existence for many years in England a

Jewigh Pesce Socigty. Within that group & few people who were
whole-hogzers, ite. real pacifists, tried to forw & special
section of tht was called extreme pacifists. e did not

make much headway because the majority of Jews belonging to
the Socisty believed that in certsin circumstances it wmight
be necessary to go to war until a higher degree of civilisation
v ok reached by all the countries of the world. We of the
extrems party felt it to be part of our religion to hold that
the methods of wer were contrary to the will of God, and,
therefore, at no time justifiable, I should like to say that
I had no part in the formation of .this Jewish Peace Society,
glthouzh when it was forwmed I asscciated myself with the
small extreme pacifist section, but as in time it became
clear to me that the other members did not share my reason
for complete pacifism, that of religion, I and others felt

it petter to become Jewish members of interdenominational
societies, and I have beepn.able to-follow *this policy for a
numkor of years,

I am finding today that the vast aajority of Jews in
Enszland, like their fellow citizens, hate wer as guch as T
do. There is no glamour about war today as there was in
191l.. We of the inner group still hold that God challenges
us to find another method, but, for the time being, we have
failed, This wmay be because our lives as a whole are lacking
in strong religious faith. We were forced to confess, to our
